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The New Reflexions company policy on Health and Wellbeing should be consulted for all information about how medicines are managed and given (Chapter 1.8.3).

Should any learners require medication during the school day; these procedures will continue to be followed with care staff managing this process as normal for New Reflexions students and an agreed member of support or school staff for day learners.

All medications should be checked into the school office safe during the day, a record will be made by the receptionist of what medication has been received on the relevant form.

Paperwork should continue to be completed as it would in the care home. Teachers and school staff will not be involved in the medication of learners who are in the company’s care. 
For any day learners not in care with the company the attached forms should be completed and a member of school staff will be assigned to oversee all medication of that individual following New Reflexions Policies.
